The Circulation and Holdings Report, FY2005 displays data submitted by 367 (99%) of the 
Commonwealth's 370 independent public libraries in eight population groupings.  The library data 
includes main, branch and bookmobile data. 

An * identifies libraries that contract with the Board of Library Commissioners to provide various 
services to other libraries in their region. 

This report provides information that may be used to describe library services, support long-range and 
budget planning, strengthen service evaluation and advance informed decision-making.  Users will 
want to interpret this data in the context of the service roles adopted by the library and expressed in 
its mission statement. 

The report reflects considerable time and effort expended throughout the year by library directors and 
staff members who have carefully compiled data in response to the Annual Report Information 
Survey. Their invaluable work contributes to planning library services and development at the local, 
state and national levels and is greatly appreciated.

'  Education & Staffing Report, 7-1-xxxx (available in January) 
Public library staffing levels and distribution of the staff’s highest educational level.  Staffing 
level data includes: total full-time equivalencies (FTE), number full time and part time, and 
FTE for MLS, librarian, children’s librarian and non-custodian positions as well as total hours 
open per non-custodian FTE.

'  Summary Tables and Graphs, xxxx Data (available in March) 
Statewide, population group and regional totals of various incomes, expenditures, holdings, 
circulation, services and staffing data.  Subject index provided.
