
Resolve accompanying the petition of M. A. O’Brien, Jr., for the
erection on the State House grounds of a tablet in memory of
Massachusetts men who gave their lives in the World war. State House
and Libraries. January 23.

To erect a Tablet in Memory of Our World War Heroes,

1 Whereas, Many of the brave and noble sons of Massa
2 chusetts have given their lives in the service of their

3 country in the great war for humanity; and
4 Whereas, Bv the aid of their heroic services and sacri-
5 fices a splendid victory was won, the honor of our nation
6 maintained, and the cause of human rights and liberty
7 preserved among the nations of the earth; therefore, be it
8 Resolved, That there be placed on the capitol grounds at
9 Boston a suitable tablet of bronze, upon which are to be

10 inscribed the names of our brave heroes who gave their
11 lives for justice and liberty. The sum of five thousand
12 dollars, or as much more as may be necessary, shall be
13 appropriated out of the funds of the state treasury, not
14 otherwise appropriated, to carry out the provisions of this
15 resolve.
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
