The number of females arrested during the year is a decrease

of 91, or 15.85 per cent., from the number of females arrested

during the preceding year, and a decrease of 78, or 13.90 per

cent., from the average for the ten preceding years.

The number of nonresidents arrested during the year is 9.78

per cent, of the total arrests. The number of nonresidents

arrested during the ten preceding years was 13.63 per cent, of

the total arrests.

The number of foreigners arrested during the year is 56.91

per cent, of the total arrests. The number of foreigners

arrested during the ten preceding years was 60.02 per cent,

of the total arrests for that time.

The amount of lost property reported during the year was

$11,045.54. The amount of lost property restored was $9,-

687.54, or 87.70 per cent., of the amount reported.

The amount of stolen property reported during the year was

$23,641.85. The amount of stolen property recovered was

$19,127.05, or 80.90 per cent., of the amount reported.

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Drunkenness.

There were 2,045 persons arrested for drunkenness, against

2,337 for the preceding year, — a decrease of 292, or 12.49 per

cent. Two hundred and eighty-two, or 13.78 per cent., were

nonresidents and 1,280, or 62.59 per cent., were of foreign birth.

The number of arrests for drunkenness during the year is 1.71

per cent, of the population. The percentage for the ten preced-

ing years was 2.08. The number of arrests for drunkenness this

year is a decrease of 323, or 13.64 per cent., from the average for

the ten preceding years.

Juveniles.

The number of juvenile offenders (those under seventeen

years of age) was 418, against 375 the preceding year, — an in-

crease of 43, or 11.47 per cent. Seventy-four, or 17.70 per

cent., were of foreign birth; 724, or 86.60 per cent., of the

parents were of foreign birth. The number of juvenile offend-

ers for the year is an increase of 69, or 19.77 per cent., from

the average for the ten preceding years.

Police Signal System.

Ninety-six signal boxes are in use. There were 42,750 tele-

phone messages and 508,136 on-duty calls sent in during the

year. Two automobile patrol wagons are used in the service.

The wagons made 2,681 runs, covered 4,234.5 miles, and

conveyed 2,396 prisoners to the station houses.

The cost of improving and maintaining the police signal

system was $5,896.09.

Recommendation.

During the year occasion has arisen for the services of local

police officers in the town of Hopedale, under the provisions of

chapter 26, section 20, of the Revised Laws. The statute in

question only allows the officers their pay and necessary travel-

ing expenses, and does not allow them their necessary expenses

for food and lodgings, pay in the nature of pensions or pay

for loss of work on account of sickness or injury arising from

said service. However, the Hopedale authorities paid what was

required by the statute; paid very willingly their necessary ex-

penses for food and lodgings; and agreed to pay any further

incidental expenses, but very fortunately there were none. It

is thought by the Board that such officers ought to be allowed

their necessary expenses for food and lodgings, pensions and

pay for loss of work on account of sickness or injury, or both,

arising from service in another city or town. The officers

ought not to be put to greater expense while doing duty in

another city or town than they would be while doing duty in

their own city, and they ought not to be placed in a worse

position as to pensions and pay for loss of work than they

would be if they were injured while doing duty in the place of

their regular employment.

The question has also arisen as to whether the present statute

allows the furnishing of officers by, or upon the requisition of,

a police commissioner, board of police, or like officials, and it

is thought that the statute ought not to be doubtful in this

respect.

The following act has been drafted to include the foregoing

recommendations, and its passage is recommended :

—

An Act relative to police officers doing police duty in cities or

towns other than where they are regularly employed.

Be it enacted, etc., as follows:

Section 1. Section twent}^ of chapter twenty-six of the Revised Laws
is hereby amended by striking out the said section and inserting in place

thereof the following: — Section 20. The mayor, or in cities or towns

where there is a police commissioner, board of police, board of police

commissioners, or like officials, such officials, may, upon requisition of

the officials having corresponding duties in another city or town, provide

police officers, who shall have the authority of constables and police
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officers within the limits of such city or town, except as to the service of

civil process. Any city or town which is furnished officers on such requisi-

tion shall pay to the city or town furnishing said officers the salaries paid

to said officers, their necessary traveling expenses, their necessary expenses

for food and lodgings, and such other amounts of money as may be granted

and allowed to said officers in the nature of pensions, pay for loss of work,

or both, on account of sickness or injury, or both, arising from said serv-

ice. The pensions and pay for loss of work herein referred to shall be

construed as the pensions and pay for loss of work that the proper au-

thorities are, at the time, authorized to grant and allow to said polke

officers if they were doing duty as police officers in the city or town of

their appointment.

Section 2. This act shall take effect upon its passage.

Licenses.

The law regulating the number of places which may be

licensed for the sale of intoxicating liquors in all cities and

towns, except Boston, which vote to grant licenses of the first

5 classes, provides that the number of places licensed shall not

exceed one for each 1,000 of the population, ascertained by the

last preceding national or State census. The number of places

licensed was 119. Three club, 48 druggists' (sixth class)

licenses and 1 seventh-class license were also issued.

The total amount paid into the city treasury for liquor

licenses was $185,704.48, $1,405.48 of which was refunded,

leaving a balance of $184,299. Of this amount, 25 per cent.,

$46,074.75, is paid to the treasury of the Commonwealth, and

the balance, $138,224.25, is revenue for the city.

Chapter 425 of the Acts of 1909, relative to the sale of ice

cream, confectionery, soda water and fruit on the Lord's Day,

was accepted by the city council July 26, 1909. The fee for

the year for licenses under said chapter was fixed at $5, and

the amount received was $842.50, which is revenue for the

city.

Under the provisions of chapter 383 of the Acts of 1910, the

fee for licenses as innholders and common victuallers for the

year was fixed at $5. The amount received for said licenses

was $1,185, which is revenue for the city.
