Propoged lMethod of Operation

The propocsed method will heve lalden opereting as a
relay control point., All messaxes {rom the subste-
tion elircuit, the municipal police circuit and the
doston duplex clircult will be received on tape and
page ¢on¥. There will ve no intercocunsction of
sirculits. The Holden dispstehera will retreanamit
tapes to the proper cireuits at full cireult speed,
An inquiry to the Fegist 'y Irom the Fitohburg pollieas
will be handled under the uew systen as followss

The Filtehburgz operator wlll observe if the
circult 1s free by a lamp indicntor. If

free, he will start his msehine and loeck out
all othar mechines except the dispetchers
maciine at 'lolden. He will than ¢ end his File
2 message 1n the same format as is presently
used, The 4 1spatoher will then take the tape
received snd tranamit it to Uoston et 75 speed.

In Boaton ths digprichers will relay 1t to the
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Registry at full circult spesed., The return
mes sage will be hendled in reverse order.
During ths entire transmission period only
Fitehburg will receive copy on the muniecipal
police eireuit. ixcept for urgent messages
end Generasl Alarm brosdeasts, tepes will ve
trengmitted in the order they are received.
All outpoing and incoming traffic betwsen
Holden and Boston will be trasnsmitted over
duplex clrcuits. Thus no message will have to
be held for longer than it takea to finish trana-
mission of one mossage.

Advanteze of Proposed System

The advantagze of the recommended changes in equip-
ment snd method of operation may be summarized as
follows:

Luxtensive ugss of relay rather than inter=-
connectlion of eclreults sllows more circuit
time to be availsble for all statlons.

All traffic on tle lines will now ba transe
mitted at full circuit speed. Transmission
at full circult speed of messzages which are
to bs sent out on one clirecuit after selin: re-
celved on tepa from snother.

mproductive holding tims on circuits will be
eliminsted since circuits will not bes helad

walting for other circuits to cleer or wsit-
ing for called stations to type beck snswers,

Use of Juplex circult, liolden=Boston, will
allow sfflciant use of sveilnble cireuit
time.

Opportunity for edltinz messagzes recelved
from Boston and for eéliminating those
stetlons not concernsad from the retranse
misaion of messwa 98.

Full aselectivity on both substetions and
municipal police clirculits wi'l each statlion
recalving only messages Intended for it,

Abllity Uo meke pege onpy and tepes of ell
messages recelved at Troop Headguarters.
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Hoom Ciroult

The Room Circult will be used for meking
additionsl page coplas and for prepsering
tapes of f line, A typing reperforator and
a Jo, 28 send snd receive telet ypewriter
will be permanently connected to this
cirecuit. Through the use of a loop Jack
switehboard, utomstiec trensmitters on the
substation and municipsl police circults may
be switched to the moom cirecuit at will,

A second brochure contsininz a propossl for the
Massachusetts Pollce Teletypewriter Hetwork in the
Jorthempton area was proposed. 7This system 1s identi-
cal to the Holden proposal. It interconnects ilorthampton
and Holden with the State Pollice Boston Control Point.

These proposals were discussed at length with the
members of the boarde. It was the unsnimous opinion of
the Board thet the present teletypewriter system was in
need of modernization =nd thet These proposals were a
step in the right direction.

The Dosrd spproved both proposals snd r esommended that

the installation be sterted as soon as possible,
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BOARD OF $TANDARDS

During the fiscal year anding Juns 30, 1961, the
Board held twenty-nine reguler meetings, eleven sub-
commi ttee meetings end two public hearings, as required
by Chapter 143 of the General Laws.

The Bosrd d41d extensive study work on fiber bosrd
slding with members of the Insulation Board Institute.

Work on this is still in process.

After due conslderastion and dlascussion, an alternative
waa prepared, completed snd spproved by the Board, r egard-
ing prefsbricated fireplaces. This alternsrtive has been
sent to the Commissioner for trensmittal to the Attorney
Genersl and the Secretary of the Commonwaalth,

The Board has reviewed more than thirteen items sent
down from the Attorney General's office, r sgarding elther
ameniments of or proposed 5ullding Codes for various cities
and towns In the Commonweslth, After discussion, our com=-
ments were forwarded to the Attornsy Ueneral's oiflee for
further processing.

During the past year, the Board has recelved a number
of requests from eitles and towns for the "Basle Principles"
of bullding constrictlon booklets, which wes supplied them,

As time permitted, loard members have reviewed the
verious gsections of the present "Basic Prineciples", which

should be brought up to date in line with other modern
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day codes. A full scale progrem on this project has
bean held up due to ths lgek of funds.

The Board wiszhes to thank members of the Commission=-
er's staff for the cooperation rendered the Board durlng

this pariod of time.
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SOARD OF SCHOOLHOUSE STRUCITURAL STANDAHTS

There have been ten regular meetings of the Board
durinz the past year; elso four gubcommittee meetings.
The personnel has remeined unchanged.

Acting on authority conferrsd upon it by passage of
Chepter 596 of the Acts of 1960, effective HNovember 20,
1960, the Board completed its "Structurel Hogulations
for Schoolhouses". A public hesring was held on January
25, 1961 (adjournsd to Februsry 10) providing comments
from inspectors, superintendents, architects, contractors e
and others who sttended, The Hepulations were aporoved by
the Attorney Generasl as to form, filed with the Secretary
of the Commonwealth, and put into foree on Mareh 28, 1961
gs the first bullding code applicable to schoolhouses in
Messachusetts. These regulstions cover excavation, founda=-
tiona, piling, mesonry and other noncombustible construction,
reinforced conecrete, structural steel, wood construction,
live and dead loads, roofs eand roof structures, chimneys
and hegting spparstus and fire-resistive ratinzs for
materials of conatruction,

In conmeectlon with its work, the Board has consulted
in the course of the yoar with representstives of the msnue
faeturera of conerete, lumber and steel buildin: materiasls
and of the ges heating industry. MNr., Leurent C, Foy has
eontinued to serve as consultant. Thanks are d ue to Mr.

We R, Greely, architect, ror hls thoughtful and detsiled
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comments on the first draft of the regulstions,.

The Boerd's reguletions for schoolhouse construction,
fssued gnd smended as a Supplement to Form Bel, has been
continuonusly under review. Murther revisions are being
congsidored to keep the regulations in harmony with modern
improvements and practices. Chsuges under consideration
concern determination of capascity of schoolhouses, firee
stopping, egress and enclosed spsce heaters.

With the retirement of Mr. Fred W, Clarridge in
July 1961, as Supervisor of Plans in the Depesrtment of
Public Safety, the Boerd will lose an invalusble member
upon whose experience and sdvice the Bos'd has leaned
heavily sinse its laceptlon in 1955.

Chapter 457 of the Acts of 1961 extended the 1life

of the Boerd three yesrs until Hovember 13, 196l,



BOARD OF BXAMINERS

The Board of lxaminers hereby roports regsrding
its activities durlng the fiscal year ending June 30,
1961,

Exeminations of spplicents were conducted once a
month and regular m:athly meetings of the Board were
held. Ons examinatlion was ¢ onducted at the Springfield
brench office to accommodate applisents residing in ths
western pert of the Stste and In Conunectieut.

A total of forty-cight applicants were exanmined
for licenses as constructor, melntenence man and repaire
man of elsvators, sn’ twenty-three licenses were granted.
In addition, two versons having suppllied satisfactory
proof that t hey were gquallfied in sccordance with Lhe
provisions of Scetion 71-B, Chapter 1h3 of the Ceneral
Lewa, as smended, were pranted licenses without axemina-
tion, in asccordance with the provisionsg of snild section.
The Boerd is of the ovninion thet it 1Is unfortunate that
licenses mey still be obtained under the so=called grand=
father's clause.

throughout the Commonweslth.
